During the gluing, painting, lacquering and at wowiith another chemical materials is
necessary well ventilated in your working room. Yaut the parts from sheet until actually
required for fitting. You cut by knife only in dicdon off ward your body so that you head to
injury risk. You can use white water based gluegioing of the model
